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Backward Binding Reconsidered
Norio Nakamura

The purpose of this study is to examine the exceptional binding phenomena with EO verbs, and attempt to
give an explanation for them within a framework of the minimalist approach.

I point out the following crucial properties of the sentences involving EQ verbs.

(1) The relative order of the arguments taken by EO verbs is not compatible with the thematic hierarchy.

(2) Backward binding is not obligatory but optional.

Furthermore, I show that backward binding can be captured within a framework of the minimalist

approach, if we regard Experiencer arguments taken by EO verbs as bearing inherent Case.
